3.7 Internet Color

Applying Color 
Color can be applied to text, links, table backgrounds (by rows, by cells, or in entire tables), or to page backgrounds.  This is how color is       applied to each:  

1. Applying Color to Text -- Color is applied to text in the FONT tag as follows:  <FONT color="lightcoral">Hi</FONT>  -or- <FONT COLOR="#F08080">Hi</FONT> 

2.Applying Color to Links  -- Link color is generally applied in the <BODY> tag so that the colors apply to links throughout the document.  However, you can specify different link colors for specific areas of your pages in HTML, which requires that the page is from that point on edited only in HTML as most wysiwyg programs will ignore or delete link colors outside of the BODY tag.  Color can be applied to all three stages of links - 

                 Links - LINK="#00ffff"

                 Active Links -  ALINK="#ff0022"

                 Visited Links -  VLINK="#00ffff" 

3.Applying Color to Tables-- Color can be applied to rows, cells, or the entire background in tables - 

                 Entire Table - <TABLE bgcolor="blue">

                 Row by Row - <TR bgcolor="pink">

                 Cell by Cell -  <TD bgcolor="orange">

4.Applying Color to Page Backgrounds -- Color can be applied to entire HTML Document by applying color in the <BODY> tag as follows:  <BODY bgcolor=""#0022FF"> 

Hexadecimal Value -vs- Words 

Notice that in same cases, words are used for the color and in other cases, a # sign is followed by 6 digits.  What are these six digits and what do they represent?  

The six digits and the # sign are colors written in Base-16 or hexadecimal.  The # sign tells the browser that a color is being specified.  The next six characters are read in pairs: the first two determining the amount of red,  the next two determining the amount of green, and the final two determining the amount of blue to form the color. There are approximately 16.7 million different colors in the hexadecimal color system. 

	#000000 is black
	#FFFFFF is white


Therefore, you can enter in either a color or a Base-16 hexadecimal color in the tag, and both will yield the same result -- In Netscape.  Using the hexadecimal value will yield a more precise color in all browsers than using the color name.  In order to guarantee the same color returned by all browsers, use the hexadecimal value instead of the color name.  So how do you know the value for a color you are searching for?  The answer is next.

Color Code Reference 

How do you know which color name equals which Base-16 value?  

A new browser window will open to reveal the Netscape Color code page.  To return to this page, either minimize, resize, or close the color template window.  Notice when you click on a color, the Base-16 color  (hexadecimal value) appears in the upper right hand corner of the table.  It's a fun page.  Enjoy!
