Access log: An access log is a list of all the requests for individual files that people have requested from a Web site. These files will include the HTML files and their imbedded graphic images and any other associated files that get transmitted. The access log (sometimes referred to as the "raw data") can be analyzed and summarized by another program.

In general, an access log can be analyzed to tell you:

· The number of visitors (unique first-time requests) to a                 home page 

· The origin of the visitors in terms of their associated                 server's domain name (for example, visitors from .edu,                 .com, and .gov sites and from the online services) 

· How many requests for each page at the site, which can be                 presented with the pages with most requests listed first 

· Usage patterns in terms of time of day, day of week, and                 seasonally Access log keepers and analyzers can be found                 as shareware on the Web or may come with a Web server.

CO-location: Provide a secure physical locations for a business' server     hardware. Typical CO-location services include dedicated Internet     connections and protection from power outages, fire and other disasters.
Dedicated server: A web hosting server used by a single client company; more broadly, a single computer in a network reserved for network needs.

FTP: File Transfer Protocol, Method used to upload and download files     between a computer and Internet servers.

Host: To store a Web site or other data on a machine (a Web server) and deliver (serve) its content via the Internet whenever a user requests it (by visiting the site).

ICANN: Internet Corporation for Assigned Names and Numbers. The international organization that manages top-level domain assignments on the Internet.

InterNIC: Internet Network Information Center. Maintains the master     database for domain name registration.

Keyword: Important concept word in Web site text. Entered in search     engines to locate information in a database.

META tag: In HTML code, the lines that contain a list of keywords and the succinct page description of a site that will appear when the site is listed as a search result.

Reciprocal link: Tow sites place links to each other on their own sites.

Robot: A program that automatically surfs the Web. Search engines use robots to surf the Web and catalog different Web sites in their database. This allows the Web pages to be found when someone performs a search. Robots are commonly referred to as bots and spiders.

Search engine: Software designed for the rapid location of information in one or more databases on the basis of keyword identifications; usually results are ranked by relevance, as determined by engine-specific algorithms.

Shared server: A Web server that hosts the sites for multiple companies; commonly used for low-cost Web hosting since each site doesn't require a separate computer. Also called virtual server. Compare to dedicated server.

Stop words: Word ignored by search engines, generally articles,     conjunctions, and propositions.
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
