3.10 Top or Bottom Navigation

Table Menus --- 

Table menus are a table with text inside, a different link within each column.  An example is along the top of the page and along the bottom.  Here's another one:

A question that's been asked is:  What if I want my links in my menu bar to be a different color than on the rest of the page?  Is it possible?  The answer is yes, but only if you apply the attributes in HTML.

Here's an example of a white page with white links in a colored table menu.  You wouldn't want any other links on the page to be white because you couldn't see them, but having the links in white in the menu bar works.  

Graphics --- 

If you are using little graphics laid side by side to form a top or bottom navigation horizontally across the page, make certain these images are the same height.  

Bottom Navigation Regardless -- 

Regardless of the navigation approach you use (frames, left nav, etc), you should include navigational text along the bottom of the site.  If you are using frames, place the navigational text along the bottom of every page containing the main content (generally the right frame).  The content of the navigational text should match that of the main navigational system.  Bottom navigational text should not replace another navigational approach on your site; it's meant to enhance it.  

Bottom navigational text is simple to set up and greatly adds to the professionalism of a site.  Bottom nav text is set up as follows:               

Home  |  Company Info  |  Available Cars  |  Portfolio

Then link the text to the appropriate pages.  Note:  A common professional technique is to leave the text un-linked when you're             on that particular page.
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
