ALT tag: Code that tells your browser to show specific text while a graphic is loading. When a banner is downloading, the ALT text can be reinforcing the ad's message with a simple line of text.

Blurb: Short message about a business, product, service, or related topic.

Download time: A measure of the time it takes for Web pages to appear on a visitor's computer. Large graphic files can significantly slow down your Web site's performance and discourage visitors from remaining.

Fold: "Above the fold," a term borrowed from print media, refers to an ad that is viewable as soon as the Web page arrives. You don't have to scroll down (or sideways) to see it. Since screen resolution can affect what is immediately viewable, it's good to know whether the Web site's audience tends to set their resolution at 640 by 480 pixels or at 800 by 600 (or higher).

Font: A typeface style, such as Helvetica, Times Roman, etc., in a single size. A single font includes all 26 letters, along with punctuation, numbers, and other characters.

GIF: The GIF format has become a standard for images online.  Gif and jpg images are the two most common types of graphics on the                    web. Animated gif files have been available since July 1989.  Unisys owns the copyright to the .gif formatted image.  Web users can make, view, and send GIF files freely but they can't develop software that builds them without an arrangement with Unisys/Compuserve.  Cartoons and other graphics should be saved in .gif format.

Homepage: Main page or welcome image for a Web site. Often shows a table of contents or refers to documents on other pages.

JPG: Joint Photographic Experts Group -- A JPEG (pronounced JAY-peg) is a graphic image created by choosing from a range                    of compression qualities.  Photographs are recommended to be saved in .jpg format.  Photos have tiny detail, and  .jpg files have the ability to remain small in KB and yet retain the color and detail.  

Plug-in: Applet integrated with a browser that enables users to view text, images, sound, and/or video in special formats.

PNG: Portable Network Graphics -- A patent-free image format which has been developed by an Internet committee.  Many browsers             support it or soon will.  Keep in mind that only the newer versions of browsers will immediately support .png images, so not all web                   surfers would be able to view the images (if they are using an older version of Netscape or IE or other browser). Until all browsers                   catch up, if you add a .png image to a web page, it will appear on the locally saved document, but again, may not display for all surfers                   when the page and the image are published online.  The PNG format is anticipated to replace the GIF format. 

Search box: A link that allows visitors at a site to perform a search of part or all the entire inventory of a merchant's site. The visitor types a keyword into the text box provided on your site and then clicks Search. The user is taken to the merchant's site where a Search Results page displays, containing links to the appropriate place on the merchant's site. This is a good way to provided your visitors direct access to the products they are interested in, thus increasing the likelihood that they will make a purchase.

Site index: An online map, outline, or plan of a Web site that enables viewers to access quickly any portion of the site.
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
