· Macromedia Fireworks (Graphics)

· MyCart.net

This final grade for this course will consist of your Storefront, your ability to meet deadlines, the visual appearance on the Internet and a peer review.

EVALUATION:
Evaluation will be based on satisfactory completion of all assignments and all performance assessments.  To obtain a certificate, students must be able to create, design and publish a website.  Attendance, class participation, cooperation and classroom behavior will also be considered in the final assessment.

An overall average of at least 70% is required to receive a certificate of completion.
